CLASSIFICATION 
 
The Seasonal Maintenance Technician is assigned to work under the supervision of one or more of 
the Park Managers.  Pay scale is on an hourly basis.  The number of positions may vary according to 
the needs of the Park District. 
 
ILLUSTRATIVE DUTIES 
 
1) Assists Park Managers in all aspects of maintenance of designated areas and equipment. 
2) Types of work include mowing, repairs, and maintenance of equipment, painting, janitorial work, 

tree planting, trimming, trash pickup, and a variety of other outdoor maintenance jobs. 
3) May be required to do some interpretive work, such as assisting in the Allen County Fair display 

set up, tear down, or staffing of said display or work with the public as the need arises. 
4) Will be required to work weekends as scheduled to perform maintenance and/or interpretive tasks. 
5) May work, according to ability, on capital improvement projects. 
 
QUALIFICATIONS 
 
1) A strong interest in Parks, Recreation, Forestry, or natural resources. 
2) Knowledge of grounds maintenance equipment. 
3) Valid Ohio driver's license in combination with a clean driving record.
